Three Professioanls: Attorney Frank Ferrara, Engineer Peter Papay and Radio Frequency Engineer Frances Boschulte.

Applicant has applied for a minor site plan approval in connection with the installation of a “small network node wireless telecommunications facility” to be affixed to the west side of the Brew Pub building, located at 9 West Mill Road , B 34 L 53.  

The antenna will be 12” in diameter and approximately 38” in height.  The proposed compound consists of an 8’x16’ elevated steel platform with two cabinets.  The two propane tanks currently on this side of building will be relocated and blinded with a 6’ board on board wood fence to shield the public view.   Proposed faciltity will not affect traffic or drainage on-site.  

Sworn to Oath for Testimony were Messrs. Papay and Boschulte.  

Mr Boschulte testified that maximum exposure to radio waves produced is 88 times below the applicable limit deemed by the FCC.  Therefore the network node facility will not have any detrimental effect on human beings.

After questions were posed by Board Professionals and Members, the floor was open for public comment.  No comments were raised.
