DISCUSSION
Bill Leavens gave a highlands update.  All considered sites are in highlands area.  Berms are not impervious. The ¼ acre restriction is one time and not each year.  
Scott Myers said that it is the DEP’s call on whether a gun range is considered a major highlands project.  Any disturbance over a ¼ acre requires an exemption.

Jim Frankovic will call DEP for clarificatoin of Highlands restrictions and interpretation.  

Berms and range floor don’t count as disturbances. 

DEP will want us to submit a plan.

Bob Wilson and Zac Haas did out of town site visits.

Ghost Lake range in Allamuchy looks good.
It is a 30 minute travel time.  Usage is free.  Range is closed June through August.

The only concern is that scheduling is difficult.  We must meet face to face with Ghost Lake personnel to develop a rapport. 

Black River range in Chester is a no go.  It’s only 25 yards.

We may look at Flemington.

In town range sub committee visited 3 locations.  Califon Rd and Reservoir Rd sites are suitable.

Further evaluation including noise testing will be performed.  Results will be presented at 9/19 meeting.
